Integral to the production process, repetiteurs accompany soloists and the chorus in the
rehearsal studio and on stage. Repetiteurs possess a specific skills set; they are accomplished
pianists with exemplary sight-reading, recreating orchestral timbres on the piano.
Repetiteurs pride themselves on their knowledge of the repertoire, their ability to develop
strong working relationships, and their understanding of the technicalities of singing for
coaching purposes. The position requires individuals who thrive under pressure and
demonstrate quick thinking.
