● Condition 

➢ The initial salary for a permanent member (in a case of a 22-year-old): JPY184, 000/month (gross 

amount). For a person with experience in a professional orchestra, the experience will count towards 

his/her salary. 

➢ A permanent member is paid in the form of salary. The amount of the salary and that of the bonus may 

vary reflecting economic situations and other factors. The amount of the bonus will change based on 

the length of service. 

➢ Applicants who pass the audition will be employed for a probationary period of less than 12 months 

before being offered a permanent member.
