All academy members are responsible for securing themselves to
cover all costs of their stay, such as travel expenses to/from Ostrava, accommodation, per diems,
insurance, concert clothing, etc.

Trainees will gain hands-on orchestral experience in one of the leading Czech orchestras, taking part
in most of the orchestra performances (subscription concerts, touring projects both locally and
internationally). Trainees shall receive mentoring by the principal players of the orchestra.
