For instrumentalists: A solo piece by J. S. Bach of 
your choice, featuring a fast movement and a slow 
movement. You may also send us a recording of a 
Bach ensemble piece.
For singers: Two J. S. Bach arias, with at least one 
recitative preceding.

If selected, you are required to be present in Prangins 
for the entire duration of the festival, from Monday, 
September 8 at 9:00 AM to Sunday, September 14 at 
9:00 PM.
